10:30 -12:00 Targeted Methods for Determining the Level of Client Satisfaction with Your 

EH&S Program 
  

Successful service industries constantly solicit client feedback so that they can gauge how their 
organization is performing and determine how the client feels about the relationship that has 
been established. Much thought is put into the types of surveys conducted and the questions 
asked so that strategic information can be obtained for these businesses. EH&S programs are 
service intensive operations, but unfortunately, feedback is typically obtained only from (1) 
unsolicited feedback in the form of complaints, (2) training course evaluations (known as “smile 
sheets”), (3) a few generic questions in a larger organizational survey developed for human 
resources purposes, or (4) passive survey links posted on a website or email message, imploring 
the viewer to “let us know how we did”. In this presentation, we will discuss the value of 
obtaining client feedback in a more proactive, targeted, and systematic way, and then will review 
in detail the results of a series of surveys that have been performed at the University of Texas 
Health Science Center at Houston.  Specific emphasis will be placed on how the targeted survey 
population was selected, the specific questions asked, and the results obtained.  The discussion 
will focus attention to the way the results were displayed and the subsequent decisions that were 
made based on the data. Ample time will be allotted for questions and discussion.
